The SeaEra Conversion Kit contains all parts 
included with a complete unit except the toilet 
bowl, seat and cover.  (See “Parts Included” and 
“Exploded Parts View” sections of the “Operation, 
Maintenance and Installation Instructions” in the 
SeaEra Toilet Manual).

INSTALLATION
Removing the existing toilet:
1.	 Turn off power to unit.
2.	 Identify and disconnect wires at toilet.
3.	 Shut off discharge and intake seacocks.
4.	 Disconnect intake and discharge hoses from toilet 

and drain.
5.	 Remove the toilet.
6.	 Remove the toilet bowl from existing lower base.

Installing the toilet bowl:
1.	 Insert four (4) threaded studs into top of new 

Conversion Kit Assembly.  Leave approximately        
1 1/2” of threaded stud exposed.

2.	 Place bowl gasket over threaded studs.
3.	 Install toilet bowl over the threaded studs.
4.	 Install shoulder washer and nut.
Note:  Tighten nuts carefully and evenly.  Do Not 
over tighten.
5.	 Install V Caps over nuts.
Note:  For Conversion Kit with the Integral 
Intake Pump; connect the hose from the Outlet 
Port of the Intake Pump to fitting on the back of 
the toilet bowl.
